VALET PARKING - $4.00 - CASH ONLY***:  

 Valet parking in Monks lot will be made available at $4.00 per car, payable upon exiting, directly to the 
lot attendant.   

 Payment is cash only. Change or direct debit service is available at the main bar in Monks on the lower 

level.  
 

There are two pay parking lots, both accessed off Moberly Road, nearby our location (Monk McQueens, 

2
nd

 floor, on the waterfront in False Creek):  
 Rates are $1.00 per hour and the pay machines accept coins or credit card.  

 Traditionally at 11:30 am: the larger lot has 25 empty stalls; the smaller lot, a couple empty. 

 It is a 2-3 minute walk (depends on how hungry you are) from these two lots to our meeting’s location.  
 

There is also free 2-hour roadside parking permitted on Moberly, but empty spots are rare and get snapped up 

in short order. Two-hour roadside parking is also permitted on the north side of Commodore Road.  

Do Not Park:  

In the 6-8 spots designated as loading zone or reserved for patrons of the Heather Civic Marina. You will be 

towed.
